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Tabernacle/Temple Restrictions

Holy of Holies: Only High Priest

Holy Place: Only Priests*

Outer Court: Priests, Levites & People

Levitical Duties According to Talmud:

1) Tabernacle/Temple Guards

2)  Slaughter Sacrifices in Outer Court

3)  Maintain Wood Supply at Altar

*4)  Light Menorah in Holy Place  



Purification of Levites (5-26)

Only Priests Were Purified in Lev 8

Sprinkled with Water of Purification

Shave Entire Body

Wash Clothes

Offer Sacrifices

(No Blood on Ear, Thumb & Toe)

People Lay Hands on Levites

Levites Offered as Wave Offering
