Pre-dates Book of the Law Separation of Priests (Levi) from Kings (Judah)
Offered Bread & Wine
Not Dependent Upon Pedigree — as was the Aaronic Priesthood Hebrews 7:3

“Melchizedek” is the title of an office....
...not to be confused with the humans that held that office throughout history

In the Millennium:

The Order of Melchizedek supersedes the Levitical Priesthood Hebrews 7:11-12

...and it was mortal Hebrews 7:11
